CAMP HOUSE RULES

Dear guests of the Kolpa campsite, welcome! We wish you a nice holiday!! Please read the house rules
and adhere to them. Your stay at the campsite will be more pleasant for you and for us.

¥ REGISTRATION: Upon arrival at the camp, each guest is required to register at the reception and
upon departure, pay the temporary stay and tourist tax. The last day of departure from the camp is
by 6 pm. With the payment of the tax, we can agree on a one-time payment at the end of the month.

¥ We leave the CHOICE of SPACE for tents and campers to you. For year-round rental of space for
trailers, we will arrange it together. Please be considerate of guests who are already camping. We
ask that you leave the space you used in its original condition.

¥ CLEANLINESS: Throw away your waste in the container behind the toilets. There are
also containers for waste separation in front of the campsite. Please squeeze plastic bottles
so that they take up as little space as possible. If the container for bottles is full, throw the
bottles in the main container. The container is for household waste and not for bulky waste!
The removal of the container costs approx. 160 eur.??? Take bulky waste away from the
campsite yourself.

¥ RECEPTION HOURS are from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. There is also a bell on the reception door that you
can ring at any time if we are not at the reception.

¢ THEFT: Guests are obliged to take care of their property; money, jewelry... In case of theft or
damage, the camp management does not assume responsibility.

¥ DOGS: Dog owners must keep their dogs on a leash and tied up in their premises. We ask dog
owners to regularly take their dogs outside the campsite when they need to go to the bathroom and
to use a waste bag. Dogs are not allowed to swim among swimmers.

v REST TIME: We ask you to maintain peace and quiet between 10 p.m. and 8 a.m. Listen to the
radio at an appropriate volume.

¥¢ TOILET ROOMS: leave the room as you would have liked to find it upon arrival. Hot water is
provided, so please use it economically. Do not throw sanitary napkins or wipes down the toilet, as
they do not decompose and clog drains.

BOAT EXIT: is on a floating raft in the lower part of the camp. Exiting on the stairs is prohibited.

¥« OPEN FIRE IS NOT PERMITTED for fire safety reasons (fire on the ground). You can light a
fire in the fireplace on the playground, where the use of a brick barbecue is also permitted. The use
of a barbecue is permitted.

3¢ CARS: Each camping site is allowed a maximum of one car, which you can park on your camping
site. Other cars must be parked in the campsite parking lot. Car washing is not allowed in the
campsite. The maximum speed in the campsite is 20 km/hour.

3¢ VISITORS: tenants of pitches (not listed) who spend the night at the campsite, pay the
accommodation and tax at the reception at the regular price.

¥ ELECTRICITY: Each camping pitch has one 10 A electrical connection. Any additional
connection is charged according to the current price list. We are not responsible for the contents of
the refrigerator if there is a power outage when you are not at the campsite.
